It was noted that Affiliate members now make up 44% of the association. 

7. EU proposals for the abolition of financial reporting
The Proposal for abolishing financial reporting for companies with a turnover of less than 500 thousand Euro was noted. The CE agreed to keep members informed of the situation. 

8. International media rights. An update: IAMA’s involvement with media rights was noted, particularly the work of the BBC and Opera Committees
8.1. European Broadcasting Union (EBU): extension of free broadcasts: 

Dr Spangemacher (DrS), Vice Chairman of the EBU was invited to address the meeting. DrS  proposed to the members of IAMA that they consent to the increased number of radio relays from the one free broadcast to three over a limited period of time.  DrS reported that 3000 concerts were part of the exchange programme, with 12-15 organisations taking the concerts reaching an audience of over 1 million listeners. The proposal for 3 broadcasts of each concert for every member organisation, preferably within two years, would not necessarily be used but would be in place if the appropriate opportunity would present itself.  

It was agreed that promotion of music was good, but concerns were raised that more repeats could lead to fewer concerts being recorded. It was noted that DrS affirmed that artists would have a say as to what could be re-broadcast or not. The CE agreed that the proposals would require further consultation. 
9. Classical Music Artists 

It was noted that the next edition of the printed directory was now available. As a member of the Editorial Advisory Board, ATV was presented with a copy of the redesigned directory. Members were informed copies were available for purchase at the conference and afterwards from the IAMA office but that each Full member company would be receiving a free copy as a thank-you for the ten years it had been in publication. 

10. NAPAMA membership rate for IAMA members

MF reported that NAPAMA had established a discounted rate for IAMA members for US$150. NAPAMA offer a number of services to members including a liability insurance scheme through Broken Atlas. MF noted there was to be a meeting in May and would report back to IAMA. 

The CE thanked MF for the connection with NAPAMA and for help with the Internal Revenue Service in the USA. 
11. IAMA Membership Research Survey 2009

The CE reported that the survey for 2009 had been released online and encouraged members to respond by 15 May 2009.
